It makes a good prototype material.
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My biggest concern with having such a big opening in the
side of the quiver is that, over time, as the leather
softens, it will fold or collapse. | will reinforce the quiver
to prevent that from happening.
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| am making the quiver out of 8 Oz. tooling leather.
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In order to stiffen the sides of the quiver, | stitched long
strips of leather to the inside of the quiver.
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After a few hours sitting in the sun, the oils had soaked in
and | applied a coat of mink oil to further moisten the
leather and to waterproof it.
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The burgundy was a good color choice for this project.
